Mission and Policies 2019--2020 rev 4/19/2019
Mission

♦ Lost Marbles Theatrics is a Christian high-school organization that exists to provide a theatrical education and performance opportunity for home-schooled teens, to give them the opportunity to grow and excel in the theatrical arts and to provide an opportunity for witness to family, friends, and neighbors in Northern Colorado.

Eligibility
To be eligible for participation in Lost Marbles Theatrics, a student must:

♦ Be at least 14 years of age by August 31, 2019 and a full-time high school student in grades 9-12
♦ Be a high-school student taking at least 50% of core classes through parent-directed home instruction OR be a previously homeschooled student who is currently attending classes at an institution that does not offer a drama program.
♦ Be selected by the leadership team based on application, interview, audition, and references

♦ Extenuating circumstances will be subject to team approval.
♦ A student may participate for a total of 4 consecutive years. 

♦ A student who has graduated from high school, regardless of how the parent celebrates or recognizes the student’s achievement (ceremony, diploma, certificate, transcript, etc.) is no longer a high-school student even if he/she meets the age requirements listed above and is, therefore, no longer eligible to participate as an actor in LMT.  The student may, however, participate behind the scenes in production areas as needed.
Fees

♦ Dues are $350.00 for the entire school year, which covers instruction, play production, script purchase, costume cleaning and tech week food. 
♦ A $25 deposit must be paid at the time of registration.  The remaining dues must be paid in full at Boot Camp.  Make checks payable to LOST MARBLES THEATRICS
♦ Students need to purchase and assemble their own personal basic theater makeup kit.  The basic kit costs $15-$20 and students who already have one do not need another. 
♦ Optional commemorative items may be available for purchase (t-shirts, photos, CD’s, and/or DVDs).  

Participation Requirements
♦ All students are required to participate for the entire year (both semesters) regardless of what role(s) they receive in the spring production.

♦ All students are required to attend 90% of first semester weekly classes. 
♦ Students may obtain excused absences for classes with prior written or emailed requests.
♦ Each student will prepare a monologue for his/her final project for first semester.  Each student will be assigned a monologue coach and must meet with his/her coach outside of classroom time. 

♦ All students and at least one parent are expected to volunteer in a production area of their choice in addition to the rehearsal schedule. We can't do this without you.
Boot Camp
♦ The semester will begin with “LMT Boot Camp” on Saturday, August 24, 2019.  This camp introduces and/or reviews many theater basics. Attendance is required for new students. 
Weekly Classes

♦ Classes will be held Thursday evenings from 6-8:30 p.m.  at Christ Center Community Church, 2700 S Lemay Ave, Fort Collins, CO 80525, beginning September 5, 2019.
♦ Students need to bring a notebook, pencils, and highlighter to every class.  Students should wear modest, loose-fitting clothes for theatrical exercises and movement activities.

Grading

♦ Students will be graded on participation, attendance, cooperation and completed assignments.  

Auditions

♦ Auditions and callbacks for the spring play will be held in November or early December.
♦ Students must complete at least 75% of all assignments in addition to quizzes and the monologue project and have an average of C or better to be eligible for auditions.

♦ Casting decisions will be made thoughtfully and prayerfully in the best interests of the students and the play.
Rehearsals

♦ Rehearsals for the spring play will be held Wednesdays and Fridays January through March (exact time to be determined based on student schedules).  Rehearsals will be held at Christ Center Community Church.  

♦ Students should bring a snack and bottled water to rehearsals.

♦ Attendance is required at all rehearsals for which the student is scheduled. 
♦ Additional rehearsals such as dance rehearsals will be scheduled as necessary and attendance is expected.

♦ Students will be required to wear appropriate rehearsal attire including period skirts for girls, character shoes, etc.  Students must have their hair out of their faces for rehearsals.

♦ Scripts, playbooks, notebooks, pencils, eraser, and a highlighter need to be brought to each rehearsal.

Performance

♦ Performances are (tentatively) Friday, April 3, 2020 at 7pm and Saturday, April 4, 2020 at 2pm and 7pm at the Rialto Theatre in Loveland.  

♦ Technical Week (Tech Week) is (tentatively) Monday-Thursday, March 30 – April 2 at the Rialto Theater in Loveland.  Students on the set committee will need to be at the theater all day on Monday.  All students will be required to be at the theater for dress rehearsals from 4pm to 10pm Monday through Thursday, from 5pm to 10:30pm on Friday, and from 12pm until 11pm on Saturday.

♦ All students are expected to stay at the theater after the final performance until the set, props, and costumes are completely packed up and the theater is clean.

Student Commitment

♦ The following are estimates of the time that students will need to commit to LMT:

♦ Fall: Class time, Homework, monologue coaching and monologue rehearsal time.

♦ Spring:  Play rehearsal:  up to 7 hours/week (depending upon part), Character Assignments: up to 1 hour/week, Personal preparation time (memorization, etc), Choreography (if cast in dance role), Committee work, costume fittings, tech week at the Rialto.
Costumes

♦ Each student will be provided with a custom-designed costume kit provided by the LMT Costume Designers.

♦ Students and their families are responsible for providing and/or procuring the labor and materials (e.g., thread, trim, buttons, elastic, zippers, snaps, etc.) required to transform the costume kit into a completed and approved costume. 

♦ Costume kits provided by Lost Marbles remain the property of Lost Marbles.

♦ Final approval for all costumes lies with Roxanne Chavez.
♦ Each student must have one costume completed by the photo shoot which will be scheduled some time in February.

Principles, Attitudes, and Discipline

♦ Lost Marbles desires to nurture a family atmosphere.   We will exhibit a respectful, cheerful, cooperative attitude to all parents and students and will expect the same in return.

♦ Lost Marbles seeks to foster the truth of I Timothy 4:12: “that no one may despise your youth but that you may be an example of the believers in speech, conduct, love, faith, and purity.”

♦ Lost Marbles seeks to follow the truth of Philippians 2:3-5: “Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.  Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others.  Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus.”  Due to this, poor attitudes and over-active egos will be addressed and corrections will be expected.

♦ If and when conflicts arise, parents and students are expected to bring situations to the attention of the directors, so that we may prayerfully consider and resolve all concerns and problems. 
♦ In Lost Marbles we have high standards for our students and seek to exemplify these standards ourselves.
